1. Definition of terms

a. ‘The Society’ (‘the grantor’, ‘we’) refers to The Martin Esslin Society of Keble College, Oxford OX1 3PG; such agreements as formed between representatives of the Society acting in their capacity as officers of the society are to be taken as between the society and other parties.

b. ‘The Producers’ (‘you’) refers to the organisation, group or individual named in the application for a grant. For the purposes of this agreement, it will be assumed that the individual named therein is a representative of the organisation and is acting with the authority of their group in making such an agreement.

i. ‘The Production’ refers to the production, project or event stipulated in the application for a grant, to be held at the venue and on the dates noted therein.

ii. Any deviation from such stipulations without notice and approval of the Society will result in this agreement being void.

c. ‘The Grant’ refers to the sum of money, if any, offered by the Society in response to the application.

2. The following terms only apply where the Society has responded to an application for a grant by proposing an amount will be granted.

a. The Society agrees to make the grant to the producers in support of the production.

b. The grant will be made no later than one week before the first performance of the production.

i. The Society reserves the right to consult the producers and may, with their approval, amend s2(b).

c. The producers agree to maintain full accounts and records of the production and its expenditure and to make them available to the Society within a reasonable period upon request.

d. Should the production not take place for any reason the producers shall be liable to the Society for repayment of the total amount of the grant within one week of this condition becoming apparent.

3. The Society reserves the right to accept or decline any such application as it receives and shall, within a reasonable period, respond to the producers regarding the status of their application.

a. Incomplete application forms may be disregarded without consideration.

b. The Society has no obligation to make enquiries as to missing information or empty fields in the application form, although we reserve the right to make such enquiries.

4. The Society, to the fullest extent permitted by law, are not responsible for and shall not be liable for any act, omission, failure or liability committed or incurred by the producers or arising from the production and the producers hereby indemnify the Society for any claims made against it arising from their actions or from the Production.
